The Mission of the Month (Advance) for April is the Great Plains United 
Methodist Conference in Nebraska. The people of Nebraska have been impacted by 
four wildfires that have combined to become the largest wildfire in Nebraska 
history. Three are still burning. According to Reverend Hollie Patley, local farmers 
and ranchers are hurting. About 95% of grazing lands are gone, 95% of fences 
were destroyed, and feed and water tanks for livestock are gone. Some livestock 
were lost. Many residents had to evacuate and came back to homes that were no 
longer there.
